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It was a study of Tambol Administrative Organization’s Potentiality in Preventing
and Solving drug-addicted problem in community: A case study of Nong Waeng Sokphra,
Pol District, Khon Kaen Province, The purposes were to study 1) the personal
characteristics and knowledge related to drug-addiction 2) the potentiality in preventing and
solving drug-addicted problem 3) the factors that had relationship with potentiality in
preventing and solving problem 4 )the chances and threatening situations in preventing and
solving problem. Population and group samples were 51 officials of Tambol Administrative
Organization of Nong Waeng Sokphra and 362 citizens of the Tambol. This quantitative
study had a unit analysis as an individual and used a questionnaire to collect data. It was
analyses by using SPSS (Statistical Package for the Social Science for Windows); the
results expressed as frequency, pefcentage, average, standard deviation and Chi-square to
explain the relation between significance in statistics was at 0.05.

The results were:-

1. The respondents’ personal characteristics were 65.0 % of male and 35.0% of
female with the average age between 40-49 years (30.26%) and 30-39 years (23.24%).
Their education was at primary level. Most of them were married; their income and expense
was 5,000 baht per month Most of them attended workshop concerning drug addiction, and
had status or position in community

2. Most of them had moderate knowledge about drug

3. The pbtentiality of preventing and solving drug-addicted problem was at big
level the capacity in preventing was better solving problem.

4. Factors that were studied had potentiality in preventing and solving problem were
training, participation and organization.

5. For chances and threatening situations in preventing and solving drug addiction in

community, it was found that the authorities had good opportunity to manage such problems

due to chances and advantageous situations. The leaders, key persons, youth were trained
about drug addiction. At present the government had clear policies about it. The obstacles in
dealing with the problems might be working outside the community, the changes in

materialism and consumerism, debt and unemployment.
