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The purposes of this research were to study the state and problems of the local curriculum organization in the
social, religion, and culture subject in pilot schools under the Office of Roiet Education Service Area village fund
project. The population were members of the organizing curriculum committee at the provincial level amount to 7
persons, administrators and teachers from 36 pilot schools amount to 72 persons, total to be 79 persons. Research
instruments were structured interview sheet and document analysis sheet. Data were analyzed by using content

analysis, frequency, and percentage.

The results of this research were as follows :

1. An organization of local curriculum at the provincial level, committee members were appointed
according to their knowledge and ability, local information were collected prior to organizing the curriculum. The
curriculum objectives and contents were identifled based upon benefit and value to students. The instructional,
measurement and evaluation, activities were designed based upon age, knowledge, and abilities of students. School
were selected by the committee they were primary and secondary school in each district. Evaluation criterias were
set but unable to implemented. Most of problems was uncleared on personnel assigened regarding curriculum
evaluation.

2. Curriculum implementation were devided into 3 stages ; 1) At the preparation stage; Most school
conducted activities for planning, coordinating, and orientation. Class schedules were identifiled based upon
curriculum structure. Classroom, documents and materials were prepared by coordinating with directed organization
units in communities. Measurement and evaluation were conducted through parents, teachers and students
interviewing. Most of problems founded were insufficient amount of documents, and lack of budgeting. 2) At the
Implementation stage; lesson planning, instructional and extra curriculum were designed with emphasized on child-
centered approach, instructional media were selected based on local appropriateness. An evaluation was conducted
at the end of the lesson, remedial teaching was conducted after school hours. Supervision and follow - up was
conducted to solve students’ problems. Teachers, students, parents and community were participated in these
activities'. Most of problems were insufficient amount of documents, time, and budget. 3) At the evaluation stage ;
Supervision were conducted by administrators through parents conversation and classroom visits once a semester.
Least problems reported that iack of supervisory guidelines and tools, and supervisory activities were unconsecutively

conducted.
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
