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The objectives of the research were: 1) to analyze the value and meaning of Akha culture towards its youths 2)
to propose a model of education fo transmit Akha culture with techniques of data collection including observation, in-
depth interview, group discussion and participatory action research (PAR). The research was conducted in two Akha
villages. The research findings were analyzed in order to build a model of education for transmission of Akha culture and

finally a seminar discussion was heid among experts to examine the model.
Reseanch findings were as follows:

1. The value and meaning of Akha culture towards its youths were categorized into 8 aspects which were: 1)
the wisdom of self-reliance and proper ways of living 2) building. up the undividable unity of Akha cuiture for Akha
community 3) the frame of conduct via traditions and values of Akha tribe 4) adjusting the relation between people, people
and nature, and people and supernatural phenomenon. 5) backing up leaming skills as a base of other kinds of learning 6)
recreational activities to relaxation and emotiona!, social and mental developments 7) changing ways of living in

according to time and social environment 8) loving and being proud of self and its tribe.

2. It was found out that the leaming process of transmission the oid Akha culture had been integrated in their
ways of life and beliefs. The focus was on memorization and imitation so as to transfer their culture to the younger
generations. There were five types of leaming process: 1) self-study 2) leaming via man 3) learning via community 4)
learning via tradition and custom 5) leamning via nature and environment in brief, the old leamning process of Akha tribe

was not suitable to their current social environment.

3. The suitable model of education for transmission of Akha culture is composed of the success image, the
process to success, participation of the Akha people at every step, the curriculum which enables to solve the problems
and to meet the needs of the Akha people. There are three factors leading to the success as follows: personal, network,
and social contexts. There are three types of leaming activiies which are based on integrated education: formal

education, informal education, and non-formal education, which have the Akha cuiture as a learning base.
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
