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The purposes of this research were to develop indicators and a system of curriculum evaluation for
distance education at graduate level and to audit the system by using the curriculum evaluation system with
the Business Administration Master’s Degree Program at Sukhothai Thammathirat Open University. The
research procedures and results comprised of 2 phases.

Phase 1: The development of the indicators and a system of curriculum evaluation

The indicators used for curriculum evaluation were derived from the synthesis of literature review
concerning curriculum evaluation, distance education evaluation and the review of benchmarks for distance
education of distinguished universities. Then, the derived indicators were approved by 10 specialists in
distance higher education institutions before distributing questionnaire to 128 instructors and administrators
in 4 institutes. The questionnaires were analyzed by using factor analysis and revealed with 13 components
of 73 indicators. The curriculum evaluation system was developed from the synthesis of the literature review
and the factor components. The curriculum evaluation system consisted of 1) the objectives of the
curriculum evaluation system, 2) the evaluated components and the evaluated indicators with the criteria
used for evaluating the curriculum, 3) the procedure and the instruments used in curriculum evaluation, and
4) the handbook of the curriculum evaluation system.

Phase 2: The auditing of the curriculum evaluation system

The curriculum evaluation system was implemented with 2 stages. The first one was implemented
the system with the Business Administration Master’s Degree Program at Sukhothai Thammathirat Open
University. The curriculum evaluation system procedure and the instruments were used for collecting data
from 102 graduates, 124 students, 16 instructors, 69 graduates’ supervisors and also 5 specialists. The
instruments were composed of questionnaires, checklists, document checklists, and interviews. The data
analysis was frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and rubric scoring. The results revealed that
the input, process and output of the evaluation system were appropriate at the medium level. The second
stage of implementation was evaluation of the system. Curriculum evaluation system was evaluated by 3
speciaiists involved in curriculum development, curriculum evaluation, and the curriculum committee of this
program. Four criteria of curriculum evaluation standards namely; utility, feasibility, propriety and accuracy
standards was being used to evaluate the curriculum evaluation system. The results of the second stage

revealed that the quality and appropriateness of the curriculum evaluation system were at the high level.
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
