This research aimed to study the support of the academic library administrators for the
librarians professional development, in terms of, support planning, formats, activities and content,
and the needs for administrators’ support, in terms of, formats activities, including professional
development problems. This research was a survey using questionnaires to collect data from 41

administrators and 350 librarians in 48 state and private universities

The results indicate that the most of academic library administrators support the librarian
professional development by providing a chance to participate in activities full-time and providing
budget for some activities. The activities that most administrators support, in terms of, times and

budget are library and information sciences, and workshops.

The formats of professional development that most librarians needed are participating in
activities full-time and receiving full financial support. Most librarians need time and financial

support in participating library and information sciences is inadequate foreign language skills.
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
