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This research aims to 1) study personal information and knowledge of capital
punishment, 2) study the commission and causes of crimes to receive the death sentence,
3) discover means to improve the execution of prisoners by lethal injection, and 4)
compare the differences in the means of personal information, knowledge of capital
punishment, the comm/i'ssion and causes of crimes to improve the execution of prisoners by
lethal injection.

The sample group consists of 201 cases: judges, defense attorneys, prosecutors,
prison staff, investigators (policemen), pharmacists doctor. This research is quantitative
research. The research tool for data collection was a questionnaire. Data was analyzed
using SPSS for Windows in order to obtain frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, Independent t-test and One-way ANOVA.

The study found that the majority of the sample cases are male with age of between
41-50 years. Their highest level of education is a bachelor’s or equivalent degree. Most
are married and live with their spouses. They are civil servants. Their average income is
37,764.46 baht per month and their average expenditures are 30,000 baht per month.
Most of them are aware ‘that capital crimes must be tried before a judge. Most reported
committing their crimes because of economic need. The means to improve the death
sentence of prisoners by lethal injection, on the whole, are rated ‘high.

The results of testing the hypothesis on the means of two variables show that
different sexes have ways to improve the aspect of the quality of drug used to execute the
prisonér differently at a level of statistical significance of 0.05. The analysis by One-way
ANOVA finds that the differences in age, marital status, reasons for committing crimes
result in people’s attitude toward means of improving the execution of death sentences by

lethal injection differ at a level of statistical significance of 0.05.
