The Rama 7 Bridge Park and The Santichaiprakam Park were studied and investigated as
a case study in the study of the misused and underused of designed outdoor public spaces. It is
found that there are both similar and different problems in the uses of both public parks. The
Rama7 Bridge Park is very seldomly used even though there are as much 23 rais of the park site
that were designed as areas for recreation and relaxation of residents in the surrounding
communities. While the Santichaiprakarn Park, with similar design objectives, is overloaded with
physical exercise activities and other unlimited community events. Eventhough'they were not really
considered the misuse of the Park but it's overloaded, the real design objectives of the Park will not
be met.

The methodology of the study covers both primary and secondary information. The
physical properties of both parks in concern as well as points of view and opinions of present park
users and others who have used the parks were studies. At the same time, various published
documentarily such as books, journal, articles and site plans and landscape designs in general
and of two parks in concern are included in the study.

in the outcome of the study, it is interesting to find that the physical property of the Rama 7
Bridge Park has less park design value than that of the Santichaiprakam Park in several aspects,
such as (a) The inconvenient access to the Rama 7 Bride Park leads to the underused of the Park.
(b) Because of the fact that Park is located near slum areas and frequently accrued criminal
incident, the safety of the park uses is also a huge problem. This lead to the fact that residents of
surrounding better-off communities are deeply feel that those uses from the attached slum areas
are of lower social status. Therefore, they strongly feel that the Rama 7 Bridge Park is an unsafe
zone for their families. (c) The inappropriate arrangement of various activities areas in the designed
of the Park leads to circulation obstruction and the unsatisfication of the park uses. On the other
hand, it is also found the outcome of the study that (a) The Santichéiparkam Park used to be a part
of its surrounding communities. The location of the Park is adjacent to entrances to the
communities: therefore, the access to the Park is excellent and convenient for the park users.
However, There are several dead-end areas in the Park that introduce misuses and various
unwanted activities of the areas, such as gambling and selling of alcoholic beverages that should
be eradicated. (b) Because of its good location and natural environments, There is not much of the
misuse of the Park. Finally, it is strongly recommended in this study that, proper arrangement of
activities areas without any circulation obstruction should be introduced to the Rama 7 Bridge Park
in order to solve its under use problems, and at the same time, proper activities should be
introduced to the taken-over areas may eradicate the misuse problems of the Santichaiprakam
Park.
