The purposes of the study on “Gasoline Use of Personnel of Chulalongkorn
University” are to investigate consumption behavior of personnel of Chulalongkom
University and to study the factors that have an impact on economical gasoline use of
these staff members.

Five hundred and twenty-six staffs of Chulalongkorn University were selected by
Stratified Sampling. Data were collected by the self-administered questionnaires. Simple
Regression Analysis, Multiple Regression Analysis and Stepwise Multiple Regression
Analysis were used to analyze the data.

The results reveal that these staff members use gasoline quite economically.
The result of Simple Regression Analysis shows that age, information about gasoline
use, knowledge, attitude toward gasoline use, and expected benefits of economical
gasoline use have statistically significant impact on economical gasoline use.

The result of Multiple Regression Analysis shows that a group of 10 independent
variables can explain the variance of economical gasoline use about 21.7 percent. After
controlling for all independent variables, only 4 factors that are attitude and knowledge
on gasoline use, age and field of work have statistically significant impact on
economical gasoline use. The result of Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis shows

that attitude toward economical gasoline use has most impact on economical gasoline use.
