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The objectives of this research were to study factors influencing the performance
of provincial police investigators in criminal cases in Trat province, to study the amounts
of work, experiences, the promptness of cooperation, income, attitudes toward
investigative work, geographical location of police stations, tools used for investigation,
the living condition of police investigators, problems and obstacles in the performance
of police investigators, including the effective solution to solve problems. The concepts
and theories used in this research were the ideas and attitudes of police investigators,
structural-functionalism, theory of motivation, cultural ecology and economic
development theory. This research used anthropological field work with research

techniques of participant observation, and key-informant interviews.

The findings of this research have demonstrated that seven hypotheses were
accepted. In conclusion, the factors influencing the performance of police investigators
in criminal cases in Trat province were the volume of work, experience, the promptness
of cooperation, income, attitudes toward investigative work, geographical location of

police stations, and tools used for investigation.
