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Abstract

This article aims to exhibit the
flowing of power and language by
using Thai’s state policy formulation
to create migrant worker’s significance
as a set of truth which has been
accepted as a proof.  The documen-
tary research by adopting Gramscian
approach which based on critical sci-
ence paradigm and interpretive ap-
proach had been applied as a ma-
jor research methodology. The
author adopts  metaphor of the ho-
mo-economicus to express the rela-
tions between Thai state’s policy for-
mation and their economic alliance’s
implementation which affected migrant
worker’s subalternity. The research
found that the economic animalization
was  operated based on the initiative
thoughts of Thai state’s policy for-
mation which related to dehumaniza-
tion process. By doing this pro-
cess, the migrant workers as men was
metamorphosed into animals who has
more economic benefits, but less so-
cial values. The significant of mi-
grant worker’'s voices was also de-
formed into an animal screaming
which cannot speak by their own
voices. Rather, they had to live
under the story narrative by the
authority who has power to make
policies for those migrant workers.
Here migrant workers as ani-
mals symbolized the insignificant and
the condition of out of sight, out of
mind. The economic exploitations
had been highlighted as major con-
cerned by Thai state. While, the mi-
grant worker’s human dignity has not
received a clear answer yet.
