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The composition, “The Killing Fields” is a program music. The composer intends
to remind the listeners of the historical place of Cambodia, and to portray the
atmosphere and history of the killing field, everyday life of Cambodians in the city of
Phnom Penh, the invasion and destruction of the Khmer Rouge or Red Cambodians, the
execution of the people, both the government officers and civilians. This composition is
scored for a large orchestra, and is mostly based on the tonality, .in combination with
tertian chord, chromatic scale, non-traditional modulation, parallel motion.
