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The purpose of this research was to compare self-esteem of single and married persons
in Bangkok. The sample consisted of 240 single and married persons aged 40-50 in Bangkok.
The research instruments were Personal Data Questionnaire, Self-Esteem Questionnaire, Job
Satisfaction Questionnaire, Marital Satisfaction Scale and the UCLA Loneliness scale. Two

Way ANOVA was used for the analysis of the data.

Results of the study are as follows:
1.Males have significant higher self- esteem scores than females.(p<.01)
2.There is no significant difference in the self-esteem score between single and married

males.

3.There is no significant difference in the self-esteem score between single and married

females.
