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This thesis intends to study arbitration law in Malaysia and Thailand, the two
countries in which the Model Law on International Commercial Arbitration have been used
to reform the lex arbitri. The study compares the draft law of Malaysia and the Arbitration
Act of B.E. 2545 (A.D. 1992) of Thailand to see the ensuing problems of the adoption of
Model Law.

The study reveals that most provisions of the two countries are quite similar for the
Model Law is being adopted almost en bloc in both countries. Only minor adaptations were
made to make the arbitration law of each country to suit the local legal system. There are six
practical subjects which this author pays attention to, namely the liability of the arbitrator,
the non-differentiation between International Commercial Arbitration and the local one,
jurisdiction and the role of the court, the permission of expatriate to work as arbitrator,

number of arbitrator and finally the opt. in and opt. out provision.

However, this author has summed up the problems and proposed her opinions to
cure those problems and once a revision is made to recognize the need to avoid those
defects; such action would render the arbitration law of the land to meet international
standard and acceptable to civilized nations. Thailand in particular, would be able to offer
itself as a service center to help resolving commercial disputes among the countries in the
ESCAP region in the very near future.
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
