This thesis examines the origin and development of the Burma Road, a strategic military road
built along the ancient commercial route in 1937 AD. The Burma Road originated from the town Kun
Ming and links with the route network within Burma. It played more important part in the Second
World War, especially as a strategic route and the battlefield of the region of India, Burma and China.
The Burma Road is also related to the changes of the town Bhamo, an important town in the Northern
Burma and the gateway to China. This town has a commercial and military significance.

During 1937 — 1949 AD, Bhamo went through various changes. These changes occurred in
the physical structure of the town, which was transformed to serve the purpose of War. Other changes
include economic and commercial changes and also changes in the ways of life of the local people

who were forced to adapt to the wartime environment.
