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Abstract 198120

This survey research aimed to investigate the development of learning about democratic
political culture in school. Popuiation and san{ple were high school teachers and students in the
northeast region. School teachers involved in this study included 95 teachers teaching social
studies, religion, and culturé subjects from 11 schools of the Ministry of Education in: Khon
Kaen, -Udontani, Nongkhéi, Sakonnakorn, Loei, Ubonratchatani, Nakornpanom, Mukdahan,
Surin, Burirum, and Sisaket. Students took part in this project, were in level 4 of 11 high schools
of the Ministry of Education in the northeast as well. It consisted of 1, 595 students from: Khon
Kaen, Udontani, Nongkhai, Sakonnakorn, Loei, Ubonratch.atani,' Nakompanom, Mukdahan,
Surin, Burirum, and Sisaket. BN
Results and conclusions

Appropriate and Fit Values for Students’ Learning about Democratic Political Culture in
the Northeast Region High Schools can be explained in 5 areas as follows:

1.1n an area of “awareness of their own rights and duties”, it revealed that most students
in every school lined up in front of the flag before attending their classes. Students had their
identity cards made, both student and citizen ones at high to highest level. As for class hours, it
showed at highest level that students attended class and had their class hours not less than 80 % of
all class hours. Students took their rights to vote in student board electibn at highest level. They
caught up with news on radio and TV as well as other media at high level.

Apart from this, it appeared that students aged between 14 and 16 attended and had class

hours less than 80% at highest level. Students in Mukdahan in particular, asked for allowance in
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case they could not attend class at highest level. As well as students in Mukdahan, students
expecting to study in Education Science asked for permission before absence from school at
highest level. )

2. In aspect of respecting the other’s right, most students in every school revégled highest

fevel in retuming things they borrowed from friends. The following were behavior students not do
to others at high level: speaking rude words, attacking , robbing , making loud noise, and
destroying friend’s and public’s properties.
- Besides, it appeared at highest level that students aged 14 did not rob things. Students in
the following schools: Udonpittayanukoon, Mukdahan, Buriramphittayakhom, in particular,
apologized when offending others. Students expecting to study Medicine did not attack and rob
anything from other friends.

3. With respect to discipline, it revealed at highest level that most students queued up to
buy food. Students wore school uniform in accordance with school regulation and park in the car
park to the high and highest level. Students showed high level in the following: avoiding to park
in a “ No Parking” area, being prompt for appointment, not to be away from class before
permission,-and attending the classroom promptly.

In addition, it revealed at highest level that students expecting to study in the following
faculties: Engineering, Nursing, Medicine, Public Health Science, Technology, and Architecture
~ had the tendency to queue for food. Students aged 19 in particular, tend not to park in a “No
Parking” area. Where as students aged 15 tended to wear school uniform. The students in
Mukdahan especially obeyed the traffic rule. The students over 6 years in ;c,chool tended to return
books on due date the most,

4. In aspect of participation in making decisions, it pointed out at high level that students
involved in: having their opinions toward others, joining classroom cleaning, participating in
public services, distributing information, attending social services and promoting students board
election. _

What is more, it was found at highest level that students expecting to study Veterinary
Science tended to participate in sharing opinions with others. Students in Loeianukulwittaya
school tended to take part in sport activity most, especially students aged 14. Students expecting
to study Agriculture tended to devote themselves to public services the most.

5. In regard to responsibility, it showed at highest level that students in Mukdahan and

Sakolrajwithayanukool school tended to be responsible for their assignments most, In the same
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way, students expecting to study the following science: Nursing, Medical, Associated Medicine,
Public Health, Pharmaceutical and Technological, in particular, tended to be responsible for their
assignments most as well. Students of these schools: Mukdahan, Sakolrajwitbayanukoo],
Piyamaharachalai tended most to be responsible for their own work. Students in Mt;kdahan and
Sakolrajwithéyanukool tended to be responsible for any of their own behaviors as well as for
decision making in solving their own problems. Students in Mukdahan, Sakolrajwithayanukool
and Piyamaharachalai tended to have ‘responsibitlity and ‘sympathy for others most. Students in
Mukdahén tended most to have responsibility and to take care of their learning. In regard to

 students expecting to study in Nursing, Medical and Pharmaceutical Science, it was found that
they had most responsibility and taking care of learning.

In analyzing the method of teaching and learning that promote learning about democratic
political culture of high schools students in the northeast region, it revealed that teacher with
doctorate tended to apply following methods to their teaching and learning: lesson review, lecture
by special guest or expert, and workshop.

Besides, it pointed out that method used for teaching in these schools: Mukdahan,
Sakolrajwithayanukool, and Buriramphittayakhom, was lecture. In addition, teachers in
Buriramphittayakhom school especially integrated teaching method.

Hypothesis test:

1.Teaching method “inquiry” was proved to have an influence on awareness of students’

“own ﬁghts and duties, which accepted the hypothesis.

2. Teaching and learning methods “lecture/ conversation ” was proved to have an

influence on respect_ing the other’s right, which accepted the hypothesis. |
3. Teaching method “ integrated” was proved to have an influence on
discipline, which accepted the hypothesis.

4. Teaching method “democratic” was proved to have an inﬂueqce on participation in

making decisions, which accepted the hypothesis. | |

5. Teaching method “student centered”..was proved to have an influence on

po;psibility, which accepted the hypothesis.
