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The paramount objective of the Trade Competition Act, B.E. 2542 is to prevent a
trade monopoly and to promote a fair competition in the commercial arena. To achieve
the goal the statute provides 5 measures: an abuse of dominance position, a mergence,
restraints of trade, a control of entrepreneurs' behaviour, unfair trade practices etc.
Violator‘sr are subject to certain penalties including jail sentence and fine. The jail
sentence aims to deal with body of the offenders provided in the act arise from the
business operation. Thus, the focus of this thesis is to study the suitability to apply
criminal sanctions in a business operation.

The results of this research show that the criminal sanctions provided by
the act are not necessary and suitable for dealing with offences relating to business
operation. Although the entrepreneurs who have committed such offences are given a
jail sentence, the damage caused by their action in the market cannot be reduced. On
the other hand, the offender are stigmatized and considered criminals as violent as
offenders of other crimes. As a result, some entrepreneurs may not be so active in trade
competition for fear of being subject to criminal sanctions.

The author suggests legal amendments that impose criminal sanctions
in a case of certain offences that produce serious effects to the national economy onty:
For example, an abuse of dominance position (section 25) and restraints of trade
(section 27(1)-(4)). The new legal provision will help promoting the trade competition is

of the main purpose of this statute.
