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Problems and consequenses resulted from misconduct against government agency price
bidding and the obstructiveness of fair competition according to the Act on the offences related to
government agency price bidding is one of the country's most significant problems. Since this crime
generates a large amount of income for the offenders, the number of offenders has greatly increased.
Eventually, it becomes domestic organized crime and transnational organized crime. Thus, the
government attempted to solve the problem by revising Rule of the Office of Minister on Supply B.E.
2535 and launching the Act on Misconducts against Government Agency price Bidding B.E. 2542.
However, there are some impediments to enforce this law. As a result, offenders are still able to launder
such the income and use it as the capital to commit other crimes, causing the criminal circle, which is

difficult to arrest and eradicate.

Consequently, the effective legal measure to prevent and suppress misconduct against
government agency price bidding and the obstructiveness of fair competition according to the Act on
the offences related to government agency price bidding is indispensable. The outstanding legal
measure is the Anti-Money Laundering Act B.E. 2542. ‘As this law provides rigorous criminal sanction
and effective civil forfeiture measure, it is expected that the number of offenders will be diminished and
money laundering will restrained. Therefore, it is necessary to set the misconduct against government
agency price bidding and the obstructiveness of fair competition according to the Act on the offences
related to government agency price bidding, as one of the predicate offences in the Anti-Money

Laundering Act B.E. 2542, in order that the law can be used to solve the problem.
