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This thesis focuses its study on the problems arising from the directive of temporary
closure or license suspension of business places resulting from drug offence in accordance
with narcotics control law. The fact that the numbers of business places being under the directive
of temporary closure or license suspension are quite few is an indicator showing efficiency

of narcotics control measures implemented to solve the drug problem in business places.

The study shows that the aforementioned directive issued by the Office of the
Narcofics Control Board is considered to be an administrative act. Besides, there are many
obstacles in the implementation of the narcotics control measures in business places, such
as the problem of the organisations employing the mentioned directive itself that have hierarchy
organisation structures hindering a legal procedure; a long process of the issue of the directive;
the punishments resulting from the directive that are not harsh enough to fear the owners
who are drug offenders; administrative policies of the organisation’s top executives on
narcotics control measures in business places that are not precise and practical enough;
and a complicated legal procedure in the implementation of the directive, making law

enforcement officers employ other laws as alternatives.

Therefore, it is suggested that the Narcotics Control Act B.E. 2519 (1976), gazettes
and regulations concerning narcotics control measures in business places should be revised
S0 as to prolong the duration of punishments. This includes the adjustment/revision of criteria,
methods, conditions as well as organisations that employ the said directive to be more

appropriate and efficient in practice.
