The purpose of this research was to develop a school — based curriculum by integrating the contents among the three strands namely:
Social Studies, Religion and Culture, Science and Thai. This curriculum used the co-visions between Kiriwong community and Thairathwittaya 74
school as a core for Prathomsuksa six students in school under the jurisdiction of the office of Nakhomn s; Thammarat educational service area
zone 1.

Findings:

1. The process of the school ~based curriculum development using co-visions include 2 major stages.

1.1  The construction of the co-visions between local people and school personnels through strengthening good relationship
between the two parties and through the collaborating effeort in building up the co-visions.

1.2  The development of the school-based curriculum through the integrating of the three subject strands: Social Study, Religion
and Culture, Science and Thai.

The development of the school-based curriculum consists of 6 stages as the followings:
1) Researching local wisdom through ficld study and documentaries analysis.
2) Integrating the gained information with the subject contents from the three subject strands.
3) Developing lesson plans and instructional materials.
4) Evaluating the curriculum validity through specialists’ review.
5) Implementing the curriculum.
6) Revising of the curriculum,
2. Research results:

2.1 The Co-visions in the curriculum between Kiriwong Community and Thai Ruth Wittaya school are as follows: the students
will be knowledgeable both localized and internationalized, capable to apply knowledge for their self-development and locality, full of morals and
cthics sbie to preserve arts, cultures and community identity and to live happily in the society within the academic year 2553.

2.2 Kiriwong community members participate in the scarching for the co-vision through formal meetings. Stages in the searching
and establishing of the co-visions are 1) scarching the necessary information through the SWOT technique 2) presenting the co-visions.

2.3 The main problem and obstacle in the establishment of vision was that the community and the school personnel lack necessary
skills to connect the present conditions with the changing world outside their community.

3. The outcome of the school based curriculum implementation:

3.1 The students’ post-test means score of Social Studies, Religion and Culture, Science and Thai was significantly higher than the
pre- test at the level of .05,

3.2 The students’ post-test means score of Social Studies, Religion and Culture, Science and Thai was higher than the stipulated
criterion score 60 at the .05 level of significance.

3.3 The student’s view on curriculum implementation concerned contents as enhancing their pride and sense of their local

belonging at the highest level; at high level on learning activity ; at the highest level on various kinds of materials that fit for icaming activities.
