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The purpose of this thesis is to analyze and evaluate the argument concerning the concept
of rights in Buddhism. Some Buddhist scholars state that : even though there is no the explicit
statement claiming that there are rights in Buddhist teaching, having concepts about individual’s
moral value and mutual obligation implicitly implies the rights in Buddhism. However, the
researcher has pointed out that this rationale is not sufficient since a presupposition of the concept
of rights—egoism—demonstrates social discrepancies among individuals and between

individuals and society, which contradict the Buddhist belief of interrelatedness of persons.
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
