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The purposes of this research were to study 1) the operations of
health science libraries in higher education institutions, in terms of, administration,
technical service, and information service, and 2) problems of the operations of

health science libraries in higher education institutions.

This study was a survey research in which data was collected from
questionnaires distributed to 38 administrators of health science libraries in higher
education institutions. There were 36 questionnaires that could be used for analysis

(97.30%).

The results indicate that most libraries are under academic affairs office
of faculties. The libraries mostly use the National Library of Medicine Classification -

NLM and have the interlibrary loan service.

The problems encountered by health science libraries in higher
education institutions at high level are inadequate number of staff, the library is
located in limited space and can not be expanded in the future, and not enough

computers for providing service.
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
