This research is aimed to study the main factors that make the Thaksin's government give
positive policy response to the movement of The Traditional Liquor Network of Thailand. The
Thaksin’s government recently provides rural people a legalized opportunity to produce and distribute
their community-made whiskey, while the production and distribution of community-made whiskey
had been banned since 1950. The research hypothesis is that the Traditional Liquor Network of
Thailand had succeed lobbying the state to open an opportunity for grassroots people to produce their
community-made whiskey legally due to a more open political opportunity structure that is partly the
result of the liberalized Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand (B.E. 2540). Such an open political
opportunity matched with the government’s grassroots economy promotion policies which are aimed
to facilitate the national economy. However, this political opportunity structure does not automatically
provide advantages to grassroots people. In fact, rural people still need to form interest groups and
movements to negotiate with the Capitalist State to protect and further their own agenda due to the
tendency that the Capitalist State tends to establish policies that frequently provide more advantages to
capitalists than the people.

The study found that first Thaksin’s government enacted community-made whiskey
permission because the agenda of the Traditional Liquor Network of Thailand went hand in hand with
grassroots economic promotion, especially the One Tambon One Product (OTOP) project, as well as
the government's policy orientation towards liberalized development. Besides, this research also
found that the democratic political economy, a by-product from the latest Constitution of the Kingdom
of Thailand (B.E. 2540), does not have direct benefits for grassroots people. In contrast, this
liberalization process tends to provide more advantages to some capitalists who have patriot-client
relationships with those who have state power. In fact, rural people have to form interest groups and
movements in order to negotiate with the state power; to make such liberalized democracy benefits the
grassroots people. The study also found that Thailand's recent democratic constitution is very
important in providing a legitimate framework for the struggle of the grassroots movements.
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
