The purpose of this research was to study the effect of doubling role play technigue in
web-based instruction on health education upon self-esteem of second key stage students.
The research was one - group pretest — posttest design. The sample consisted of 40 Pratom
Suksa Five students from Chulalongkorn University Demonstration School on second semester
of the year 2004. The sample which were high and low levels of self-esteem, was examined
by The Self — Esteem Inventory School Form's Stanley Coopersmith. The instruments used for
collecting data were doubling role play technique in web-based instruction and the
Self — Esteem Inventory School Form's Stanley Coopersmith. The data were analyzed by any

difference between the mean scores of self-esteem at the 0.05 level of significance.

The result was :
The second key stage students who study from the role play technique in web-based

instruction on posttest scores of self-esteem had no significance at the 0.05 level of significance.
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
