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The aims of this research were to study process and results of school based curriculum
development (SBC) and successfully affected factors of SBC development in six pilot schools. Field
research methodology; multisite studies, which based on participant and non-participant observations,
informal and in-depth interviews, and documentary analysis, was conducted through the study. Using
ATLASti Program, data were analysed by inductive analysis, typological analysis, and constant

comparative method and were presented by description.

Research findings were as follows:

1. Process of school based curriculum development (SBC) : There are three main stages of SBC
development; 1) the preparation 2) the curriculum organization, and 3) the curriculum implementation.
Overall, the stage of development in all pilot schools are similar. There are, however, some discrepancies
depend on the site and size differences, when considering each of their procedure details; the different
sites affect different local curriculums, and the different sizes affect different activities in each stages;
provided staff development activity in the first stage, curriculum expansion activity in the second stage,
and intergrated Jeaming, media provision, and supervision and follow-up activities in the third stage.

2. Results of SBC development : The SBC development affects leamer and instructor in all
schools as follows: Science process skills such as cooperate for team work, use local leamning resources,
and desirable characters such as enjoy to leam, behave assertion of learner are increased. In addition,
SBC development knowledge, work behavior and self-development of teacher are improved. There are, in
contrast, some discrepencies depend on the size differences when considering leamners; the different
sizes affect different using intemet as searching tool, vocational skills, and learmning motivation of the
learner but not affect tcacher. When considering site, it has no affect both leamer and instructor.

3. Successfully affected factors in SBC development : There were six factors affecting
successfully in SBC development; studeui leamning styles, parents and community participation,
administrative styles, ample beneficial supports, teacher sufficient budget supports, and adequate
teacher rate.
