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The purpose of this study was to analyze the Thai compound words in
Sukhothai period. The analysis consists of three main items: structure, syntax and
semantic relationships. The data were collected from 104 Sukhothai Stone Inscribtion
derived from the database of Princess Maha Chakri Sirindthorn Anthropology Centre.
The analysis is based on Thai Compound word Theory of Unchalee Singnoi (2005).

The result shows that Noun-Noun (N-N) construction was mostly found about
89.54% N-N construction can be divided into 2 types; Based N-N and Complex N-N.
Both types can be consisted of noun-noun, noun-preposition and noun-classifier. About
the Complex compound nouns, they can be complicated into 2 layers 3 layers 4 layers
S layers and 7 layers. However; there are 2 types of compound nouns considering from
their syntax, those are Syntactic noun compounds and Semi-syntactic noun compounds.
In the semantic relationship, the syntactic noun compounds will be formed by varieties of
noun categories such as 1) Superordinate-subordinate, 2) Shape-object, 3) Part-whole,
4) Artifact-material, 5) Item-location, 6) Object-purpose, 7) Prossessed-prossessor,
8) Object-compared, 9) Expert-experting, 10) Person-gender/age, 11) Kin-item-item,
12) Number-number and 13) hiumber-item. In the semantic relationship of semi-syntactic
noun compounds, there are several kinds of relation between each constituent. For
example, they are synonyms, antonyms, superordination or hyponyms. In addition,
syntactic noun compounds were found about 10.46 % of the overall compound nouns.

For structural analysis, there are three structural forms of compound nouns: noun-verb,
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noun-verb-noun and verb-noun. For Complex compound noun structure will be
complicated 2 layers and be consisted of 3 nouns. Finally, syntactic analysis was found

that there are two forms of syntax, those are S-V and O-V.
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
