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The purpose of this research was to study the art teachers’ opinions and performance in art education evaluation
in the elementary schools under the jurisdiction of Bangkok Metropolitan Administration in the aspects of 1) the purposes of
art education evaluation, 2) the processes of art education assessment and evaluation, 3) the summarizations of evaluation
reports, and 4) the art education evaluation in accordance with National Education Act B.E. 2542 (1999) and Basic
Education Curriculum B.E. 2544 (A.D. 2001). The population sample included 248 art teachers in the elementary schools
under the jurisdiction of Bangkok Metropolitan Administration. The research instruments constructed by the researcher
included a rating-scale questionnaire and a semi-structured interview. The data were analyzed by means of frequencies,

percentage, arithmetic means and standard deviation.

The results of this research were as follows:

1) In the part of art teachers’ opinions, the teachers agreed in all aspects at the high level. The highest agreement
was in the aspect of art education evaluation in accordance with National Education Act B.E. 2542 (1999) and Basic
Education Curriculum B.E. 2544 (A.D. 2001). The lowest agreement was in the aspect of the summarizations of evaluation
reports. In addition, the teachers suggested that the purpose of evaiuation should emphasize upon the students’ learning
quality and learning and teaching process; art learning evaluation should be carried out by means of various authentic
methods continuously; and evaluation summarization should come from all the students’ works and learning processes and
final test. From the interviews, the teachers expressed that the purpose of evaluation was for finding the strong and weak
points of students so that the teacher could help developing the students towards the desirable habits. The evaluation
should be based on observation and discussion. The summarization should come from both criteria and students’
development through out the semester and the final test by the proportion of 80:20 or 70:30.

2) In the part of performance, there were 2 aspects rated at high level: the purposes of art education evaluation,
and the art education evaluation in accordance with National Education Act B.E. 2542 (1999) and Basic Education
Curriculum B.E. 2544 (A.D. 2001). The processes of art education assessment and evaluation rated at moderate level. And,
the lowest rating was in the aspect of the summarizations of evaluation reports. From the interview, the teachers reported
that before the lesson they would consider the students’ pervious experiences by means of discussing, practicing and
testing. During the class, the teachers would observe and discuss with students. At the end of the class, they would let the
students present their works and share comments and discussion. At the end of the year, there would be examination by

means of multiple-choice format.
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
