This research aims at studying composition of “Likay Hulu” folk media, changes of the
composition, roles of “Likay Hulu” to communities in three southern bordering provinces, and
changes of the roles. It is a qualitative research employing in-depth interviews with 10 “Likay Hulu”
leaders, who live in Yala Pattani and Narathiwat. In addition, both documentary research and non-

participant observation were used.

it is found that changes of the composition of “Likay Hulu” folk media are as follows :
(1) Performers are more female. {2) Malay costume is used for important occasions. (3) Musical
instrument includes large gong, cymbals, maraca, tambourine. (4) There are farewell ceremony
instead of paying respect to master and points are determined for mutual performance instead of
opposing. (5) Music is composed of Malay verses, popular Thai songs and useful content for people.
(6) Unprepared versed are in Thai and Malay with useful content. (7) A stage is used in performance.
(8) “Likay Hulu" is more performed in cultural events and events held by government organization

than being hired.

“Likay Hulu” folk media has 8 roles : (1) to entertain (2) to inform (3) to educate (4) to report
and criticize situation and society (5) to improve people relationships (6) to transform culture to

descendants (7) to heel physically and mentally and (8) to identify oneself.

Changes of the roles are as follows : (1) Roles of informing and educating are more
emphasized to become main roles as roles of entertaining. (2) Roles of improving people’s
relationships and transforming culture are increased, while roles of heeling are decreased. However,

roles of criticizing situations and society as well as roles of identifying oneself do not change.
