The purpose of this research was to develop a project-based process curiculum to enhance English language skills for
upper secondary school students. The research findings were as follows:

1. A course curriculum on the project-based process with its supplementary documents was developed and proposed as
an elective course in 2 foreign language strand, level 4.‘The process of English project wark has 4 steps, which are : 1) Orientation
2) Classroom planning  3) Carrying out of the project 4) Concluding the project.

2. The resutts of the cumriculum evaluation were discussed in the curriculum development as follows :

2.1 Pre- implementation assessment. The curriculum was evaluated by experts. The result sHowed that this curriculum
has high quality.

2.2 The result of implementation. The samples were 27, M.4 students of Navamintarachinutit Horwang Nonthaburi,
enrolled in an English course in the second semester of the academic year of 2004. This curriculum was impiemented for 18 weeks.
Students were divided inta 5 groups to do 5 projects. These projects were as follows:

2.2.1 The Theatre of Dream Project. This project focused on developing writing skills. The students’ writing ability
increased by 30.4 %. Their English proficiency increased by 26.6 %. The quality of this project work was gcod.

2.2.2 The Koh Kred Project. This project focused on developing reading skills. The students’ reading ability
increased by 33.3' %. Their English proficiency increased by 28.8 %. The quality of this project work was good.

2.2.3 The Magic Project. This project focused on developing speaking skills. The students’ speaking ability
increased by 28.0%. Their English proficiency increased by 23.9° %. The quality of this project work was good.

2.2.4 The Popular Music of Teen Vote Project. This project focused on developing listening skills. The students’
listening ability increased by 25 %. Their English éroﬂciency increased by 23.1. %. The quality of this project work was good.

2.2.5 Survey Of Tourist Placé,s in Bangkok. This project focused on developing speaking skills. The students’
speaking ability increased by 23.3 %. Their Englfsh proficiency increased by 27.7 - %. The quality of this project work was good.

In addition, the students’ English abilities increased. The result of the posttest of the English language proficiency of the
group was significantly different at .05 level. The assessment of four skiils during the process found that the progress of the group was
higher the second time than the first time, the progress the third time was higher than that of the second time, and the third time was
significantly higher than the first time at .05 level.

2.3 Evaluation done after implementing the curriculum. The data showed that the students satisfactory scores were rated

at the high level.
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
