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The purpose of the research was to study effects of critical literature instruction
on thinking abilities of preschoolers in 3 aspects: ordering, elaborating and interpreting.

The samples were seventy-eight preschoolers at the age of five to six years in
Payatai school. The sampies were divided into two groups: 39 children each for an
experimental group and a control group. The experimental group received the critical
literature instruction; whereas the control group received the conventional activities for

10 weeks. The research instrument was a thinking ability test.

The research findings were as follow:

1. After the field test, the scores on thinking abilities of the experimental group
were significantly higher than those of before at the .01 level.

2. After the field test, the scores on thinking abilities of the experimental group

were significantly higher than those of from control group at the .01 level.
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
