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This research is aimed to study the British administration system in the Federated Malay
States and its impact on Malay political thought.

The research sees the British administration system in the Federated Malay States created
the modemity of politics, economics and socicty. These changes influenced Malay political
thought that can be divided into three distinct forms of idcology — the sultanate or ‘kerajaan’
minded, the Islamic congrégation and the Malay race or ‘bangsa’.

All three ideological orientations developed in the age of colonial rule urged the Malay a
new political awarcness and the thought of unity. Although they did not promptly cause the
nationalism in the colonial period, the movements influenced by these ideas were the fundament

of nationalist organization and political party between and after the Second World War.
