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This research is a study of plot organization in Thai narrative discourse based
on direct and indirect experiences. The hypotheses are as follows. Evaluation is an
important component in plot organization found in direct experience stories more than
indirect experience ones. Plot organization in the two types of narratives differ in the
number and sequence of components.

It is found that direct experience stories consist of 5 components, namely
abstract, orientation, complicating action, evaluation and coda. Indirect experience
stories, on the other hand, comprise 6 components, namely abstract, orientation,
complicating action, evaluation, resolution and coda. But generally speaking, the
narrator has a similar pattern in telling stories in each narrative genre. In addition,
evaluation is found more in direct experience stories than indirect experience ones.
This is because direct experience stories contain the narrator’s emotions and ideas
which form an important part in story development. These elements are not found in
the indirect experience stories which focus on story development and event ordering,
rather than evaluation

Moreover, resolution does not appear in direct experience stories which lack
developing conflict and climax. In addition, component sequence dose not differ in
the two types of narratives. Most stories develop through time, event and relationship

between characters.
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
