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The purpose of this research was to study the effect of the enhancement of
emotional intelligence based on goleman’s concepts on the reduction of aggressive
behavior and violence of prathom suksa six in the academic year 2004 from the Developed
Community School of Bangkok (Chum Chon Mou Ban Pattana School). The research
instruments included emotional intelligence and applied recordings, aggressive behavior
and violence guestionnaire, aggressive behavior and violence test, interview concerning the
students’ opinions on themselves, on their friends and on society. Data was analyzed by
using mean, standard deviation, t-test and Pearson's Product Moment Correlation
Coefficient.

The results were as follows:

1. The post-test mean score of emotional intelligence of the students was higher
than that of the pre-test at the .05 level of significance.

2. The post-test mean score of aggressive behavior and violence of the students
from evaluated by students, teachers and parents was lower than that of the pre-test at the
.05 level of significance.

3. The Correlation of emotional intelligence and aggressive behavior and violence
of the students have negative correlation at the .05 level of significance.

4. According to the interview concerning the students’ opinions on themselves, on
their friends and on society, most students express more self-esteem and a put more value
on themselves. Students have empathy to others and can learn essential social skills. In

addition, the students have applied knowledge gained to work with their friends, family, and

community.
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
