The purpose of this research was to propose guideline for organizing instruction to develop
Buddhist values of secondary school students at keystage three, in the aspect of content and instructional
management. Samples were consisted of 13 experts on Buddhism, 177 Buddhism subject teachers and 10
experts on Buddhism curriculum and instruction. Research tools were 3 questionnaire forms. Data were analyzed
by means of percentage, arithmetic means and standard deviation. The research finding were as follow:

1. Content area of Buddhism based on the basic education cumiculum B.E. 2544 at the lower
secondary education level appropriate for organizing instruction to develop the nine Buddhist values
based on P. A Payutto were: The charity : Anathpindika and Visakha were the Buddhist followers being
praised as good modsis for the charity, the charitable and meritorious ceremony, Pufifiakiriyavatthu , and
the Buddhist proverbs saying the accumulation of good deeds brings to happiness; the loving - kindness and
compassion : chant and radiation to wish others well and happy, the contentment: Pamahakassappa was
the Buddhist disciple bsing praised as a good model for the contentment, Mittavintuka and Suvannahangsa
Jataka were the stories regarding the greed; the carefuiness: a part of Buddha's life-story concerning
Devadiita, Abhinhapaccavek, Tilakkhana, the Buddhist proverbs saying by self do you censure yourself and
carelessness is the path to death; the self - making for protection: the Buddhist proverbs saying by self do
you censure yourself, and the 38 good omens regarding knowledge of the arts and sciences; using a
knowledge : Kosalla, Pafifia, the Buddhist proverbs saying it is advisable to think before doing anything,
Pasaribud and Pakhamatheri were the Buddhist disciples being praised as good models for having a great
knowledge, Yonisomanasikara, and the Buddhist proverbs saying good listeners gain knowledge; the seff -
training : Sikkhattaya, Magguppada-pubbanimitta, aithafgika-magga, Pufifiakiriydvatthu, the Buddhist proverbs
saying the top of all the best is self-conquest, Kammatthana, and Rajovada-Jataka is the birth story of the
Buddha regarding to a victory of human’s mind; Life - appreciation : Sukha (K&yika-sukha, Cetasika-sukha),
Sukha (Samisa-sukha, Niramisa- sukha), Attha, and Gihisukha; the freedom : Sikkhattaya, Tilakkhana, and
afthangika-magga.

2. Instructional management appropriate for developing the Buddhist values were : setting Objectives
: knowledgs, attitude, and practice should be emphasized; atmosphere and environment : cleanliness and
quietness, set something to drawing feamers’ mind to Buddhist values, providing available space for practice,
and a good interaction between teacher and students; learning activities : varieties of child-center activities,
active leamning and the application for daily life should be emphasized. Classroom activities were demonstration,
drama, role play, discussion, simulation, case study, and research; main extra curriculum activities were projects
co-operating with temples, schools and communities, interviewing monks or persons as good models, and
organizing morality camp; instructional media : media should clarify the abstract concepts such as Jataka,
news, community leaming resources, and monks as resource-persons; measurement and evaluation : the
application for daily life by using varieties of tools, students, classmates and parents should be involved in

the evaluative process.
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
