This research paper aims to find factors that motivate children’s participation in the print media. Whether
the motivation found is related to children’s psychological factors will also be studied. One more focus of the

research is to find out what are the elements of the print media that draw children’s participation.

Both quantitative and qualitative research methodology are used to conduct the study. The first one is based

on questionnaire while in-depth interview is employed for the latter one.

The research finds that self-pride is the most important motivational factor for children to contribute their
story to the print media. Self-pride is found to be related to one psychological factor: earning others’ recognition of
their ability. The second most important motivational factor is to make use of their free time and to challenge their
own ability. Reward, fame and achievement, on the other hand, are given low ranking by children as their

motivational factors.

Personality as psychological factor is found as a nen-causal element in children’s contribution to the print
media. The personality of children as a contributor and those as a non-contributor, in general, bears not much

differences.

The most important element of the print media that draw children’s participation is their content. This
element is followed by particular column of children’s interest and the usage of the language that matches with
children’s satisfaction. The print media’s fame and achievement and their offer of reward to children are given low
ranking.It can be concluded that reward, fame and achievement are not important motivational factors in children’s

participation in the print media. This finding is related to the element of the print media that draw children’s

participation as the media’s fame, achievement and their offer of reward are of low priority.
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
