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The purposes of this descriptive study are to survey the prevalence of depression in eiderly
Outpatient Department Medicine at King Chulalongkorn Memorial hospital, determine the relation of
depression with some factor related examine the relationship between depression in this population. The
systematic random sampling consisted of 420 elderly people who participated in the geriatric
administered by Outpatient Department Medicine at King Chulalongkorn Memorial Hospital. Geriatric
Depression Scale (GDS), Screening Chula Mental Test, were used to screen for depression and cognitive
function. Descriptive and analytic statistics ( e.g. percentage, chi-square, stepwise ) were computed by
using the SPSS version11.0

The results that show obtained for depression was 43.1%, Among the various factor related data ,
female sex low education , income unsatisfaction were correlation with depression at the 0.05 level.
Following the utilisation of stepwise multiple regression analysis, the independent factors suggesting

depression were listed in order of significance : female sex ,income unsatisfaction( p > 0.01).
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
