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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: 1) develop local English lessons choosing from Thai compositions about
community lifestyles of the students of Bang Chang, Samphran, Nakhon Pathom, 2) study the results of using local English
lessons to speaking skill development of prathom 6 students, Wat Cherng Lane school, 3) study the attitude of teachers
and students toward the lessons. The sample from purposive sampling of this research was 24 prathom 6 students of
Wat Cherng Lane school. The research tools were local lessons, pretest-posttest, a constructed questionnaire, and an
interview scale. The collected data were analyzed for percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The results of this research revealed : 1) the local lesson developed by assigning students to write an essay,
researchers translated them into English, designed activities, set the purposes, structures, vocabulary, activities and
evaluation by constructing lesson specification. The researchers constructed the lessons and found the quality of the

lessons using questionnaire including 4 English local lesson; Such a Yummy Chinese Chives!, Such a Crispy Kanom Dok
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Jok!, What’s a Big Guava! and That Soil is Very Rich!, including 4 English lesson plans and English Listening Audio CD. 2)

the respondents’ speaking scores pre studying and post studying increased from 1.58 to 33.95, local knowledge of the

respondents increased from 4.00 to 20.71. 3) The respondents’ opinions toward the local lessons in content, activities,

teacher’s role, classroom atmosphere, evaluation and assessment, and usefulness sides were at moderate level with an

average of 2.90, 3.32, 3.45, 3.22, 3.16, and 3.35 respectively. The opinions of teachers toward local lessons in teacher’s

role, classroom atmosphere, and usefulness sides were at high level with an average of 3.83, 3.92 and 3.88 respectively,

in content, activities and evaluation sides at moderate level with an average of 3.00, 3.36 and 3.33 respectively.
