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The objectives of this exploratory research were 1) to study potential in capital
mobilization of credit union cooperatives in four principal provinces in the Northeast; 2) to
determine factors affecting such potential; 3) to investigate problems in the operation of
credit union cooperatives in four major provinces in the Northeast. Data were collected from
34 credit union cooperatives and 381 members of these cooperatives : the sample groups
were in the areas of Udon Thani, Ubon Ratchathani, Khon Kaen and Nakhon Ratchsima
provinces. The tools for data collection consisted of guidelines for interviewing and
questionnaires of both qualitative and quantitative data respectively. Data analysis was
statistically carried out for percentage, arithmetic mean, median and standard deviation; and
the analysis of contingency tables was done to show the relationship between two variables,
in addition to Multiple Regression Analysis for determining factors affecting such potential.

The results of the research :-

Most of the credit union cooperatives for this study were found the most with shares
of less than 500,00 baht and more than 1,000,000 baht, both equally at 47.1 percent,
followed by shares of 500,001-1,000,000 baht at 5.9 percent, while the saving was
found less than 500,000 baht at 64.7 percent, followed by more than 1,000,000 baht
and 500,001-1,000,000 baht at 29.4 and 5.9 percent respectively. As for the factors
affecting potential in capital mobilization considered from the amounts of shares with those
of savings-these were satisfaction of members and number of members. As such, all
independent variables helped explain the change in the number of shares at 78.0 percent
(R square =0.780). Beside, these credit union cooperatives under study were found
having the most problems in their operation, that is, their members did not pay their dues at
76.5 percent, followed by the fact that these members did not understand their roles, nor
did the committee at 73.5 and 58.8 percent respectively.
