The research was aimed to study the impact of rapid urbanization on Ban
Nong - Jod in socio—cultural, economic, physical and environmental aspects. There
were 120 samples selected by using systematic sampling technique. Questionaires
were used to collect data. The analysis was performed by using descriptive and
analytical statistics. B

The results of the study showed that in the socio—cultural impact a few nusbands
and wives were moving to work in the city. About 73.3% stili conducted in the
conventional way of life. Most of them, 84.5% viewed that there was a good relationship
among neighbors. Also 61% of them paticipated in the community activities. The
majority viewed that their village had the authority to make full decisions. In terms of
local wisdom,both of them viewed that changed and nonchanged was to be equivalent.
About 77.1% of the villagers were bound with village. In case of outsiders coming to the
village, 61.5% viewed that relationship of the villagers did not change. However, 50.5%
indicated that there were change in the local play.

The results in the economic aspect showed that 35.5% was heads of families
and commuters. Most of them thought that agricuiture product and the household
income were decreasing, 79.3% and 64.4% respectively. Beside, 73.4% of samples
viewed that there was a change in the folk knowledge on agricuiture.

The results of physical and environmental impacts indicated that 70.5% of

paddy fields and 71.1% of unoccupied lands were sold. In the village, there are no

environmental issues, such as poliuted water, polluted air, soid decay, left-over

chemical substance, but motorcycle racing.
