ABSTRACT

According to researches on living conditions problems and needs of elderly prisoners,
it is found that elderly prisoners are the group with more specific problems and needs as opposed
to middle-age prisoners. Furthermore, they need to be treated with special care in accordance with
their physical status, mental status and social surroundings. Also, it is found that most of elderly
prisoners encounter with both physical and mental health problems. Hence, they need more
medical services and care from their family.

However, the treatment towards elderly prisoners in Thailand does not focus on such
matters at the moment. This leads to inability to protect and guarantee the right of prisoners
including insufficient care of prisoners. It solely depends on the prisoner himself to adapt to the
condition and environment in the prison. And this can cause a problem, especially for elderly
prisoners that have more specific problems and needs. As elderly prisoners tend to get sick easily
as well as have other health issues and chronic diseases, which contributes to their incapacity to
work in prison; they need to be treated with close care and proper approach in accordance with
their physical status, mental status and social surroundings. Nonetheless, presently, Thai prison
cannot provide such welfare and help for elderly prisoners. This is because of many problems
such as budgets, human resources particularly medical personnel, buildings, locations and
problems regarding operation of Department of Correction. Thus, Thai elderly prisoners have to
endure hardship and suffering from living in prison more than their actual punishment.

In conclusion, elderly prisoners are not suitable for imprisonment because there are
risks of health, sanitation, mentality and life of elderly prisoners. By having elderly prisoners in
the prison can aggravate the situation which can cause more burden to the government. In

addition, elderly prisoners have low risk of escaping from the prison or breaking rules in the



prison. Also, they need to be treated with special care, physically and mentally. Currently, the
enforcement of punishment in Thailand uses the same treatment to all prisoners regardless of the
proper treatment to protect the right of elderly prisoners. Hence, there should be a change in
treatment method towards elderly prisoners in order to have a proper treatment for elderly
prisoners. However, it is hard to make a change such as hiring more staff, providing more medical
service and new buildings for elderly prisoners. This is because these problems have been
encountered by Thai prison for so long. And they have never been resolved.

The author thinks that such problems can be resolved by having alternative measures
to imprisonment such as using electronic monitoring devices, community service order and
conditional parole for elderly prisoners in Thailand. These measures have been used in many
countries i.e. England, France and USA. And they are proven to have efficiency in providing
proper and sufficient protection of human right to elderly prisoners. Additionally, they can help

relieving burdens of the prison.
