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The purpose of this research was to study the need in instructional supervision of Thai
Language teachers in public schools in Yala Education Service Area in the following areas;
curriculum, instructional preparation, instructional activities and techniques, instructional aids and
media, and measurement and evaluation. The population in this survey were 1,061 Thai Language
teachers in public schools in Yala Education Service Area. The instrument was an instructional
and understanding survey form. Of the total 1,061 survey forms, 834 were completed and
returned which equivalent to 78.61 percent. Data were analyzed by using SPSS for window

11.5 program and were tabulated in percentage ,mean, and standard deviation.

The study resulted were the following findings:
1. The need for instructional supervision of Thai Language teachers was at the
moderate level.
2. In each areait was investigated, that the need for instructional supervision in
curriculum, instructional activities, and techniques, measurement and evaluation was at the moderate
level; the need for instructional supervision in the instructional preparation, and instructional aids

and media were at the low level.
