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The Act of Bankruptcy B.E.2483 provides that the plan administrator is subject to criminal liability in case of
dishonest practice. But it lacks of standards of liability, causing problems in pressing charges on the plan administrator and

in materializing the process of business reorganization.

This thesis aims at studying the principles concerning the plan administrator's duties, authorities and
criminal liability as provided by the Act of Bankruptcy B.E.2483 as well as other statutes relating to the business
reorganization since the court designates a plan administrator. Also emphasized is the scrutiny of the plan administrator's
dishonest practice. The study is based on a comparison with legal provisions relating to the plan administrator in the law of

business reorganization in England and the United States of America.

The results of the research show that since there is no definition of “dishonest practice” in the Act of
Bankruptcy B.E.2483, it is necessary to apply the definition in the Penal Code. As a result, the plan administrator is subject
to criminal liability when the performance contains a special intention: using an honest method to seek an assel or other
benefits for himself or other person. On the contrary, the taw of business reorganization of English and the United State of
America focuses on the usual intention only. Although the plan administrator in English and the United States of America
does not receive any assets or other benefits, he is subject to criminal liability of his performance which violates the duty of

trust that is equivalent to the standards of the company director.

The researcher suggests that the plan administrator should hold the same status and perform the duty in the
same standards as a company director as provided by the Civil and Commercial Code. In other words, the plan
administrator is subject to criminal liability if his performance violates the duty of honesty and trust in addition to the criminal
liability as provided in other special laws. Moreover, an examiner should be designated to give advice to the court in a case
of removing or punishing a plan administrator who commits a dishonest practice. It will be even more efficient if a
computerized data process is applied to scrutinize the dishonesty practice of the plan administrator. The business sector

should set up an internal supervision to analyze the defects and prevent the dishonest practice.
