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The objective of this research was to study the risk behaviors, the cause and effect
of those behaviors. The concept of family sociology is used to explain the phenomena.
This study was based on data derived from the survey at Srinakarinwirot University,
Ongkarak campus. Descriptive statistics and correlation were employed. The unit of

analysis is the students living in university dormitory.

The findings show that the proportion of male to female students was 4:6. Most of
the students having risk behaviors are male. Risk behaviors are smoking, drinking
alcohol, gambling and using drug. It is found fhat raising pattern affected the risk
behavior. Tension caused risk behavior in terms of smoking and drinking higher than
using drug. Dormitory rule related to risk behaviors. Besides, the students with risk
behavior have the pfoportion of sexual relationship, quarrel, debt and robbery higher than

those having no risk behavior.

The hypothesis test resulted that the different characteristic of the student and
friend caused different risk behaviors significantly. However, it was not found that family

has any effect to student risk behavior.
