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The purpose of this research was to compare students’ English reading,writing,and
listening abilities before and after being taught,and to study the relationships of these abilities to
their grades in high school and university levels.

The samples in the experiments were 38 geography students of Social Science Faculty ,
Srinakharinwirote University, who studied English for Geography I in the second semester,
2006. Almost three parts of achievement tests were collected from TOEIC and TOEFL.

The results of this study were as follows:

1. English reading ability scores were higher than those of the pretest at .01 significant
level. Parts of English reading ability scores such as main ideas, supporting details, conclusion,
and extrapolation were higher at .01 significant level.

2. English writing ability scores were higher than those of the pretest at .01 significant

level. Some parts of English writing ability scores such as word choice, conjunction, and
number were higher at .01 significant level. Others, such as word form, verb form, verbal,
pronoun, and organization weren’t different and no significant level.

3. The correlation between their pretest writing and listening abilities was significant at
01 level. The correlation between their posttest writing and feading abilities was significant at
.05 level.

4. There was no correlation between their pretest-posttest English ability and grades in
high school and university levels.

5. The correlation between their pretest-posttest English ability and grades in English

foundation courses was significant at .01 level.
