Finding:

1. The context of Dhammaraknives Project was at the greatest extent. When
considering factors, it was found that the congruence, the needs, and the expectations
of the project were at the greatest extent.

2. The input of Dhammaraknives Project was at the great extent. When
considering by factors, it was found that most were at the greatest extent. The lowest
average which was in the middle extent was the money donations for expenses in

running the project.

3. Every factor of the practicing process of Dhammaraknivés Projeét was at
the greatest extent. Building schools for children who were inferior in education and
children who were affected by AIDS.

4. Products of Dhammaraknives Project were at a great extent.When analyzing
by factor, the highest average was Dhammaraknives, a prototype of the home for the
last phase of the AIDS sufferers in the Buddhism way of life, the place for training and
studying how to take care of AIDS sufferers at the last phase. The lowest average
factor was the family and the people in society being recognized and understanding

AIDS well and being willing to live happily with the sick.
