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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study and to compare the states and problems of
School - Based Management in schools under the Educational Service Area Office, Saraburi.
The samples were 468, consisted of 20 administrators, 155 members of compulsory
schools board and 293 teachers. The instrument used in this study was a five - rating
scale questionnaire. Data was statistically analyzed by frequency, percentage,mean,
standard deviation, t-test, one way ANOVA and Scheff's Method.

The findings were as follows :

1. School - Based Management in schools under the Educational Service Area
Office, Saraburi were rated at a high level.

2. The problems of School - Based Management in schools under the Educational
Service Area Office, Saraburi were rated at a moderate levei.

3. School - Based Management in small - sized, medium - sized and
large - size schools under the Educational Service Area Office, Sarabun were not
significantly different.

4. The problems of School - Based Management in small - sized, medium - sized
and large - sized in schools under the Educational Service Area Office, Saraburi
were significantly different at the level of .05.

5. School - Based Management in office 1 and office 2 under the Educational
Service Area Cffice, Sarabuii were not rated sigrificantly different.

6. The problems of School - Based Management in office 1 and office 2 under

the Educational Service Area Office, Saraburi were significantly different at the level of .05.
