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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to analyze the facto";[s. Eth:!;t5 rélgel ?o the
problems of the lack of discipline among students of Matayomsuksa 3 under the
Department of General Education. 370 samples, obtained from Multi stage sampling from
Matayomsuksa 3 students, studying in the secondary schools under the
Department cf Education, Saraburi  province, academic year 2002. They were from
4 united campus, namely, Saraburi United Campus, Burapa United Campus,
Suwanyothin United Campus and Phra Puttabat United Campus. The sample
numbers were 72, 93, 95 and 110 respectively.The questionnaires with 0.95 coefficient
were designed by the researcher. The data was processed to calculate frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation and Pearson's product moment comrelation.

Finding in this study indicates

1) The matter of students' discipline in four areas were behavior, uniform
wearing, leaming method, and following school regulations. General dissemination of
evaluation shcwed a resulting low level.

2) As to the cormrelation between the factors and student discipline it was
found that :

2.1 The concentration of how well students performed resulted in negative

correlation with their behavior with the significance at the .05 level. Peer pressure and

attitude toward participation in students' activities had a low level of correlation with the

significance at the .05 level. ..

2.2 The performance of students and school atmosphe;re‘ Qere négéﬁvely
correlated in the low level. Nevertheless, uniform wearing appeared to be outstanding with
a significance at the .05 level.

23 The performance of students, number of students and school
atmosphere turned out to be a negative relationship in connection with disciplines of
leaming performance with significance at the .05 level.

24 The performance of students, number of students and school
atmosphere indicated a negative correlation with student discipline in following school
regulations with significance at the .05 level.

2.5 in general, the performance of students displayed a negative

relationship in terms of problems in student behavior, with significance at the .05 level.
