ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to ‘

1) study states of early childhood educational management of the Sub-
district Administrative Organization in Chachoengsao Province,

2) study problems of early childhood educational management of the Sub-
district Administrative Organization in Chachoengsao Province,

3) compare states and problems of early childhood educational management
of Sub-district Administrative Organization as perceived by the President of Sub-district
Administrative Organization, Deputy Director General, Sub-district Administrative
Organization, and early childhood teachers,

4) compare states and problems of early childhood educational management
of Sub-district Administrative Organization as perceived by 2 year, 2-4 year and 4

year up experienced personnel respectively.

Procedures:

The samples consisted of 214 (out of 456) Presidents of Sub-district
Administrative Organization, Ceputy Director General, Sub-district Administrative
Organization, and early childhood teachers. The questionnaires with 0.98 reliability
of value were designed and distributed by the researcher and 100 % were returned.
The data were processed by means of frequency, percentage, mean, standard

deviation, F-test, and Scheffe's Method.
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1. States of early childhood educational management of Sub-district

Findings:

AdministrativeOrganizations in Chachoengsao Province on personnels, budget,
building, materials and teaching aids, management, cooperation and public
relations and participation were at a moderate level.

2. Problems of early childhood educational management of Sub-district
Administrative Organizations in Chachoengsao Province on personnels, buildings,
materials, teaching aids, management, cooperation and public relations, budget
and participation were at a moderate level.

3. The resuits of comparing states and problems of early childhood
educational management of Sub-district Administrative Organizations in
Chachoengsao Province perceived by the President of the Sub-district and early
childhood teachers were as follows:

3.1 State level of early childhood educational management of Sub-
district Administrative Organizations in Chachoengsao Province orn personnels,
budget, management, cooperation and public relations , and participation had no
statistical significant difference , however, it had statistical significant difference at
the level of 0.05 on buildings, materials and teaching aids.

3.2 Problems level of early childhood educational management of Sub-
district Administrative Organizations in Chachoengsao Province on budget,
management, buildings, materials and teaching aids, and participation had no
statistical significant difference, in contrast,it had statistical significant difference at the
level of 0.05 on personnels, cooperation and public relations.

4. When comparing the states and problems of early childhood educational
management of Sub-district Administrative Organizations in Chachoengsao Province,
as perceived by 2 year, 2-4 year and 4 year up experienced personnels, the results
showed that the states and problems of early childhood educationa! managemént of
Sub-district Administrative Organization had no statistical significant difference,
however, it had statistical significant difference at the level of 0.05 on cooperation

and public relations.
