The -purposes of this research were to 1) study roles of educational institute
administrators in developing teachers’ professional ethics in the opinions of
administrators and teachers in basic educational under Sing Buri Educational Service
Area Office and 2) compare the opinions of the administrators and teachers mentioned
above on the roles of the administrators in developing teachers professional ethics.

The samples were 345 administrators and teachers working in basic
educational institutions of the 2004 academic year under Sing Buri Educational Service
Area Office. Questionnaire, constructed by the researcher with reliability of 0.98, were
collected and analyzed to calculate mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The findings indicated that:

1. The roles of the administrators in developing teachers’ professional ethics
in 1) promotion aspect were found to reach the highest level in every aspect, namely
leacership, conditioning, and training 2) prevention aspect was also at the highest level
in every aspect namely prevention, taking care, releasing suffering and imparting
knowledge.

2. Regarding the comparison on the roles of the educational institute
administers in developing teachers' professional ethics in the opinion of administrators
and teachers mentioned above, it was found that the opinions of educational institute

administrators and teachers differed at 0.001 level of statistical significance.
