The purpose of this survey research was to study the effectiveness of lunch
project management in educational institutions under Sing Buri Educational Service
Area Off'ice. The 274 samples were administrators of educational institutions and
teachers who were responsible for lunch project management. Two hundred and fifty
copies of questionnaire or 91.24% were returned. The questionnaires were divided into
twe parts. Part One was a checklist on the status of respondents and school sizes. Part
Two was a 5 — level rating scale with reliability of 0.764 on the effectiveness of lunch
project management in educational institutions. The statistics implemented in analyzing
the data was frequency, percentage, mode, and range.

The findings wcre as follows :

The effectiveness of lunch project management in educational institutions
under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office in planning, executing and evaluating
was found to reach a high level. Some certain items were found to reach the highest
level. The improving aspects were found to reach a high level.

Regarding school size, it was found that :

The small — sized schools reached a high level in planning and
executing. Certain items reached the highest level. The evaluating and improving
aspects reached a high level for all items.

The medium ~'sized schools reached a high level in planning and
evaluating. Certain items reached the highest level. Most of the executing aspect
reached the highest level. Certain items reached a high level.

The large — sized schools reached the highest level in planning and
executing. Certain items reached high and moderate levels. Most of the evaluating and

improving aspects reached a high level. Certain items reached the highest level.
