The purpose of this research was to follow up on the people who joined the
training, project “People Evolution School of Rehabilitating and Developing Life Quality
Camp (Kasateyothin)’, Special Warfare School, Special Warfare Center Lop Buri
Province in 3 aspects namely, reduction and giving up drugs, apply the knowledge
gained from the school for occupation and the impact of project on themselves, families
and communities.

The samples of this quality research, obtained by purposive sampling, were 10
second intake people, with domicile in Lop Bun, who joined the training project of
“People Evolution School of Rehabilitating and Developing Life Quality Camp
(Kasateyotin)”. The data was collected through in-depth interviews of people joining the
project, families, community leaders, and questionnaire concemning the behavior of the
people joining the project collected from Lob Buri Department of Probation. Data were
checked by data triangulation and analyzed by content analysis according to the topic
and concluded to be a research a result. |

The findings showed that:

1. The people who joined the training project reduced and gave up drugs with
the following helpful factors from intrinsic motivation and extrinsic motivation:
regarding extrinsic motivation, namely prevention and solving drug problem
of the government with\resolute measures; having been trained in the
school mentioned resulted in their self-consciousness, and also family and
society consciousness; they changed their drug habit behavior and didn't

get involved with drugs; furthermore, they had secure occupation and
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income. In respect of intrinsic motivation, namely getting warm-heartedness
from their family, needing not to bother their families, having known of the
danger of drugs. Therefore, it was concluded that reduction and giving up
drugs of the drug addicts’ behavior originated from extrinsic motivation more
than from intrinsic one and might result in impermanent changing on
reduction, and giving up drug of the people who joined the training project.
The people who joined the training project could not apply their learning
received from the school to eam their living because

1) The occupational training received lacked compatibility with their

needs, interests and strong points;

2) Lack of working capital;

3) Lack of marketing knowledge and understanding.
The impacts of the project on themselves, their families and their
communities were divided into 3 aspects, namely positive on their health,
economy and society 1.e. strong body, srrong mind and more patience with
secure occupation and income, wam-heartedness of family. Regarding the
impact on their families and communities, it was found that most families
and communities were satisfied with the behavioral change of the trainees,

making them live happily with families and communities.
